Registered childminders are able to offer 
government-funded places for eligible 2- 3- 
and 4-year-olds. This means you can access 
supported childcare and keep your child in a 
home-from-home environment.

Childminders are self-employed and work  
in their own homes. They care for small 
numbers of children, all year round, and will 
often look after a range of ages - from babies 
through to school children.
